Dear Friends 
 
I know many people do not like the short days of sunlight during the winter but 
symbolically, that darkness is a reminder that for Christians the four weeks 
before Christmas is a time when we become one with those who waited in hope 
for the birth of a baby who would reveal Godôs light and salvation within the 
darkness of the world.
