Dear Friends

Last month St. Andrewôs church  hosted a breakfast  for the  Priests and Lay min-
isters of the Deanery on the occasion of the visit of Bishop 
Dagmar, the new Bishop of Huntingdon, and that got me thinking - at the moment 
there is a theme running through many of the events we are planning and that is 
breakfast.
