On the Google Play Store or the Apple App Store download an app called Tap&Scan. It’s provided by (Thyngs) and
its logo is orange. (Using this app you can scan QR codes without getting adverts which is handy).

Using your mobile device, phone or tablet camera, scan the QR code and then follow the onscreen directions.

You will get options for amounts to donate, just tap the amount.

Next you get a choice of method of payment. ‘Donate’ takes you to Google Pay option, alternatively choose ‘card
payment’ and then complete payment details as requested.

You will finally have an option to add Gift Aid if you are a UK tax payer completing this element enables the church
to claim 25% on your donation from HMRC.

When the process is complete you will receive an email confirmation.
